Weighted vs. Non-weighted Grades


Students must earn a grade of “A,” “B,” or “C” in a gifted and talented or advanced placement course in order to earn the weighted designation of 1.0 additional quality point per credit. Students must earn a grade of “A,” “B,” or “C” in an honors course in order to earn the weighted designation of .5 additional quality point per credit. The following chart summarizes quality points for weighted class rank/G.P.A. purposes:

A non-weighted G.P.A. is computed electronically for each marking period, for each year, and cumulatively at the end of each year.

Both a non-weighted and weighted cumulative G.P.A. and corresponding class ranks are calculated by October 1 of the senior year based on credits earned in grades nine through eleven (the “official” class rank), and also upon graduation based on credits earned in grades nine through twelve (the “final” class rank). Both the weighted and non-weighted class rank/G.P.A. for the two periods will appear on the final high school transcript.

Weighted class rank/G.P.A. may only be used for the purpose of college admission and/or scholarship applications. It will not be used for eligibility, national honor society, honor roll, or for any other activity requiring the reporting of a grade point average.
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
