FOLLOW DIRECTIONS CAREFULLY and PUT YOUR NAME ON EACH PAGE!

Part A - SPHERE:  Turn your page horizontally.  Draw a sphere and shade it for a three-dimensional effect with effective chiaroscuro shading technique.  Achieve a wide range of values, including highlights, reflected light, shadows and a cast shadow. Make smooth transitions from light to dark, and shade neatly for a crisply defined form without the use of dark outlines. 

Part B –BOXES in PERSPECTIVE:   Draw a box in one point perspective, a box in two point perspective and a box in three point perspective.  Use a half page for each box, and separate horizon lines and vanishing points.

Part C - FRUIT in COLORED PENCIL:  Turn your page vertically.  Draw a piece of fruit about life size. .  Color it for a realistic, naturalistic, three-dimensional effect.  Blend the colors carefully and include smooth transitions and variation of hue, value and intensity.  You do not have to do the negative space, but you should include a cast shadow.

When you finish all three parts, make sure your name and test number is on each page, and staple them to the evaluation sheet in the order listed above, Part A, Part B and Part C.

	A - SPHERE is drawn and shaded for a believable three-dimensional effect with a full range of values, including highlights, shadows, cast shadow, and reflected light. Transitions from light to dark are smooth and gradual. The form is crisply defined with careful shading (no heavy outlines).

	
	B - PERSPECTIVE –Boxes are drawn in proper, accurate one, two and three point perspective, with separate horizon lines and vanishing points.

	
	C - FRUIT  is drawn about life sized with a naturalistic shape.  It has been rendered by employing gradual effective layering and blending of a variety of hue, value and intensity of local naturalistic color.  Effective highlights and shadows create the illusion of believable three-dimensional form.
