42. Highlight: The area of a form that receives the greatest amount
of light falling on it, drawn as white or light values. 

43. Implied Line:  Where two different values, textures or surfaces 

meet, a line is implied, not actually drawn.

44. Overlapping: a technique where objects appear to be in front of or behind 
one another to create an illusion of depth.

45. Quadrant grid: a grid of lines is superimposed on a drawing, dividing it into 4 parts, in order to enlarge it proportionally. 
46. Reflected Light:  areas where light is reflected back onto the object from its surroundings.

48. Shades, shadows, core of shadow: the areas on a form which 
are darker in value because little or no light strikes them directly. 

49. Sighting: a drawing technique in which the artist uses a pencil held up to match the angles and proportions of the observed object. 
50. Symmetrical: same on both sides.
51. Thumbnail sketch: A small drawing done to plan the composition of an artwork.
52. Value: The tonal quality of lightness or darkness on a surface due to the amount of light reflected on it.

Why do you feel this is your most successful piece? Use full sentences and descriptive / art elements in your answer.
